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I Wanna Be Your Hero 
 
An Email around the PECAM Group asked if any one wanted to join a motorcycle 
ride through Wootton Bassett in support of the Mothers of Afghan Soldiers.  Know-
ing Wootton Bassett, near Swindon, quite well because my parents used to live there, 
this offer was immediately attractive. 
 
The adventure all started on Facebook.  An eighteen year old girl suggested that a 
few of her friends could join her on a ride through Wootton Bassett to honour the 
town for the way they pay their respects to every member of the armed forces whose 
body is repatriated through the Lyneham airbase. 
 
One or two other bikers wanted to join them and the whole thing took off like wild-
fire.  Suddenly it looked as though 2000 bikers might get involved.  A plan was de-
vised to congregate at Leigh Delamere Services on the M4, to ride through Woootton 
Bassett at a respectable speed and then continue on to the Lyneham airbase where the 
money raised would be donated to the Mothers of Afghan Soldiers Charity. 
 
Some form of identification would be required to get on to the airbase so a Website 
was put in place where interested riders could register their name and address, their 
bike, their Email address and their pillion’s name and address. 
 
The numbers continued to grow and eventually the website was closed to new regis-
trations at 10331 bikes and over 14,000 riders (including pillions).  The RAF said 
they could not accommodate so many bikes on Lyneham which is an operational 
airbase and the whole plan was changed. 
 
Hullavington, an old airbase, was chosen as the new start point for bikers to assemble 
and instead of reassembling at Lyneham, we were asked to disperse after passing 
though Wootton Bassett.  A route was published and then, as the implications of 
10,000 bikes descending on to the access road of a small airbase were realised, the 
registered riders were asked to “Check in” online and select their arrival time using 
the Website.  This was divided into one hour slots and as each person registered the 
number of places in the chosen slot was reduced from the initial allocation of 2000. 
 
Michelle at Balderston the BMW Agents in Peterborough had first picked up on this 
through Facebook.  She was coordinating groups of riders from Doncaster, Kings 
Lynn, BMW Balderston and TAZ motorcycle agency in Peterborough.  She knew of 
60 people committed to the ride. Mothering Sunday 14th March dawned.  This was an 
auspicious date in view of the sentiments of the ride.  I arrived at Peterborough Ser-
vices at 07:30 to find a number of bikes already assembled.  Asking around, it was 
apparent that riders had booked onto a range of time slots.

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The first ride out of each month held on the second Sunday during 
Apr to Oct , which has become known as “the long ride”, i.e. 150/250 
miles plus, will be split into two groups depending on how many turn 
up.  The first group will be a more progressive ride only open to full 
members.  The second group will be lead by a full member but at a 
more relaxed pace for associates and full members.  The destination 
will be the same however. 
 

The second ride of the month, held every fourth Sunday, will be a 
shorter distance, 40/100 miles max.

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Although 12:00 till 13:00 had been the preferred time, several people like me had found 
that slot already fully subscribed and later slots were selected. 
 
I offered to lead and having established that most riders preferred to ride at around the 
national speed limit, give or take 10%, seven bikes with two pillions set off at around 
07:45.  This gave us ample time for a leisurely 125 mile ride. 
 
My plan, having constructed a route using Garmin’s MapSource, was to use the faster A 
Roads to get well on the way and then to switch to smaller B roads for the final ap-
proach.  This took into account the fact that on arrival the roads would be jammed solid 
with bikes and an offbeat route might just avoid the queues. 
 
All went according to plan, using the A605 and A45 heading for the Northampton Ring 
Road.  Most riders kept into a sort of formation although this was not as tight or as dis-
ciplined as on an IAM ride.  An occasional blast by one of the sports bike riders just to 
show what they could do did not disrupt the general flow. 
 
Circumnavigating Northampton, the bright yellow Triumph Triple pulled ahead of me 
and after a couple of miles directed us into a petrol station.  This surprised me as I had 
expected everybody to be fully fuelled up from the start.  However it transpired that 
most of the group had come from Kings Lynn, leaving at some ungodly hour and this 
was near the end of their tank range. 
 
The guy on the Triple was a lorry driver and he decided to lead the group as he knew 
the roads.  This turned out to be a poor decision as he then used the route that he took 
with his lorry which was pretty boring on a bike.  So we proceeded on the A43, M40 
and A420 around Oxford to the boundary of Swindon having missed out on the oppor-
tunity to take the B4031 and the A361 which would have been much more fun. 
 
We stopped again near Swindon for more fuel, the Peterborough contingent were now 
getting low and we had been warned that petrol stations near Wootton Bassett would be 
overwhelmed with riders needing fuel. 
 
At the Swindon Ring Road I took over the lead and turned down the A419 towards 
Junction 15 of the M4.  The recommended route was for riders from the East to leave 
the motorway here and go around the North of Swindon.  We passed streams of bikes 
using the approved route heading up the other side of the A419. 
 
Undaunted, I joined the M4 on the basis that if most bikes were going the other way, it 
should be fairly quiet going the “obvious” way.  Now we started to appreciate the local 
support with people on the bridges waving to us.  They will have been disappointed at 
the small number of bikes as most had gone the approved route.  Similarly the numer-
ous Police ANPR and speed cameras would have had a quiet day. 
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Arriving at Junction 17, less than a mile from Hullavington, we encountered the bikes 
coming from the South and the West.  The road was full of bikes all going at a snails pace 
but everybody was in good spirits, very tolerant and courteous as we edged forward 50 
yards at a time and soon we were at the entrance to the airfield.  There was just as much 
traffic coming from the other direction so my original plan to arrive from that direction 
might not have fared any better and I felt justified in my instant change of plan to utilise 
Junction 17.

As we entered the airfield, two streams of bikes spread out into about 10 lanes where we 
were relieved of our £5 registration fee and issued with a commemorative wristband and 
were then funnelled on to the runway.  The previously issued plan that we would be sem-
bled into batches on the runway based on our preferred slot seemed to have gone bythe 
board and instead we appeared to be lined up at least 16 abreast with no indication 
how the departure system would work.

My Entrance Pass and Commemorative Wrist Band  
 

You would not believe what an assembly of 10,000 bikes looks like.  You could not 
really appreciate it from ground level. Imagine a 1 mile runway with bikes tightly 
packed in and lined up 16 abreast along the whole length. There was a bright yellow 
helicopter on site which occasionally took off, flew at low level along the whole 
length of the assembled bikes and then did a sortie before returning to the ground. 
Flags were being sold and many of us paid the £2.50 for a flag, a stick and two cable 
ties to proudly attach them to our bikes.  There were 15 fast food vans doing a roar-
ing trade and, impressively, sufficient portaloos in good, clean condition so that there 
were no queues to use them. 
 
Having walked some considerable distance to the loos and meandered my way back, 
I stopped to talk to a lady who had a uniformed teddy bear strapped to her screen.  
Her daughter is serving in the Medical Corps in Afghanistan and she was delighted 
with the support the bikers were giving to the soldiers.  
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Just a few of the 10,000 bikes supporting the Afghan Heroes 
 
On returning to my bike, I found that my companions had disappeared.  The line my 
bike was in had been called forward for dispatch.  I mounted up and moved forward 
but, too late, I had missed my place.  It took another hour before I finally reached the 
despatch point and I was finally led out at 14:35 (my companions got away at 13:45).  
 
The ride along the back roads to Wootton Bassett was fantastic.  Every house, farm, 
village and pub had people outside cheering, waving and clapping.  This was amaz-
ing when you consider that bikes had been passing through for nearly 4 hours and 
there were still thousands more to come. 
 
Once we entered the town, it was like Carnival Day.  The streets were lined with peo-
ple also cheering, waving and clapping and holding out their hands for us to slap as 
we rode slowly past (more of a “low fives” than a “high fives”).  We passed several 
landmarks which were familiar from the television news broadcasts of repatriations. 
All too soon we were out of the town, many bikes had filled the lay-byes and side 
roads either to continue soaking up the atmosphere or waiting for friends who had  
been held back during the despatch process. 
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BMF 2010, Peterborough Showground 
 
The IAM brought the mobile display unit to the Peterborough 
Showground for the annual bun fest that is the BMF show.  

While much of the show revolved around what can only be de-
scribed as ‘biker gear’, although I know of no self respecting 
biker who would wear some it, it had to be said that there were 
some reasonable bargains about, if you looked hard enough.  
 
Fortunately the IAM stand was near the motorcycle manufactur-
ers stands which was a better area to be based. There was an 
IAM team of 10 people for both the Saturday and Sunday, as 
IAM riders were leading demo rides for BMW and Kawasaki 
around the local countryside. This obviously gives the IAM the 
higher profile that it is trying to develop. The overall turn out was 
good, particularly on the Saturday, with both days being blessed  
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GROUP RIDING 
Sunday club ride outs are a very important social event which bring 
people together. Riding together and talking about the ride when you 
stop for coffee adds to the experience and for those that have not tried 
it, you are missing out but there are some rules which you have to 
abide by. 
Not everybody can ride in a group, it does need a certain amount of 
discipline and sometimes patience but  when it goes right it’s a great 
feeling seeing all the bikes snaking along the road. 
When riding in a group its best to keep the 2 second rule when follow-
ing to give you that extra thinking time. If you are on a motorway, dual   
carriage way or wide straight road you should stager your position one 
to the offside one to the nearside, when the road narrows you should 
take up your position to give yourself the best view ahead. This is 
where IPSGA comes in to play. Do not follow the bike in front of you 
thinking if he can get round the bend then I can. Always ride within 
your comfort zone remember the further you get towards the back of 
the group the faster it will be. When you get to a town close up and if 
its safe to do so, go 2 abreast. I tend to allow overtaking within the 
group as long as its done with care and safety in mind. There is always 
going to be someone slower so be patient and overtake without scar-
ing the life out of the rider in front of you. With these thoughts in mind 
everyone will have a safe, enjoyable ride. I hope to see more of you on 
the Sunday rides.  Give it a try.

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All in all this was an excellent day, with bikers and residents showing remarkably 
good humour, consideration and patience.   It was also a very worthwhile effort.  To 
date over £102,300 has been raised and the figure is still rising.  Gift Aid will in-
crease the figure and a DVD of the bikes is on sale for £5.  A song has been written 
and recorded and can be downloaded for £1 and it is hoped that this will reach the 
top of the charts. 
 
I visited my parents in a Care Home in Swindon (it was Mother’s Day after all) and 
then I returned home by reversing my previously planned outbound route.  This took 
me through Highworth on the A361 where I refuelled and then through the towns of 
Lechlade and Burford before taking the B4031 across to the A43 and then the usual 
major roads home.  Six miles from home, I ran into rain.  Where I had hoped to put 
the bike away clean and dry it was now covered in a thin layer of mud.  Apparently 
it had been raining all day at home.  The sun was obviously shining on the righteous 
on the ride.

Pecam are part of Region 7 of the IAM which runs from Kent up to the 
Humber, including London and has about 30 member groups. Regional 
meetings are held to co-ordinate and standardise training etc and as a 
means of sharing best practice between the groups. The meeting started 
with a presentation from Simon Best, the IAM’s Chief Executive, 
about  ways in which the IAM is starting to have a higher profile, 
what actions they will take to further develop their profile and ways in 
which they can bring greater benefit to the membership. The full 
presentation will be available once the other regions have seen it, 
but in summary it was as follows. 

· The IAM have had several adverts in the national press 
(Daily Mail and Telegraph) and with their developing rela-
tionship with the press are starting to be asked about driving 
and riding issues. 

· Need the membership to utilise the web site more particu-
larly in relation to any polls that appear. The BBC quote 
polls where 1000+ people have replied. 

· IAM Surety insurance now covers 19 to 79 year olds and is 
proving more attractive as information is gathered through 
the scheme on accident levels.  If it proves IAM members 
are less likely to have accidents underwriters will decrease 
the cost. 

· Sold 7,100 Skills for Life Packages last year, 2010 target is 
8,900 

Group marketing is having a positive effect, so members should take 
full advantage of it.  The key issue is to develop membership bene-
fits to include such areas as 

Bike clothing 
Bike servicing 
Tracker device 
General merchandising 
Holidays and flights 
Cheap airport car parking
